Awards may be help cover up to the cost of resident tuition, fees, and books for the number of credit
hours that student is enrolled in each semester. Recipients must be enrolled in an eligible program,
declare their intent to pursue a qualifying degree and work in a qualifying job in Utah after graduation,
complete a FAFSA, and apply for the grant. Students should contact the financial aid office at
their institution for more information about eligible programs and the application process.
