MAY SCHOLARSHIP NEWSLETTER 
DEADLINES BETWEEN:  May 19, 2025 & July 31, 2025 

 

 
1) USA Tennis Association Foundation Scholarships - $15,000 – 50 Awards (Deadline: May 19, 2025) 
 
To be eligible for the scholarship a student must: 
 
A) Perform community/volunteer service and have a minimum GPA of 3.0. 
 
B) Be a high school senior who is involved in tennis.

2) Charles B. Staats Memorial Foundation Scholarship - $12,000 - 1 Award (Deadline: May 27, 2025)

B) Be planning to pursue a degree in one of the STEM fields.

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8) Geoscience IDEA Scholarship - $5,000 - 1 Award (Deadline: June 30, 2025) 
 
To be eligible for the scholarship a student must: 
 
A) Identify as Black, Indigenous, LatinX, or another traditionally marginalized ethnic group. 
 
B) Be enrolling, or already enrolled, in an accredited post-secondary or higher education, institution in the 
United States.

9) Babe Ruth League Scholarships - $2,000 – 12 Awards (Deadline: June 30, 2025)

15) Strong Work Ethic Scholarship - $1,000 - 1 Award (Deadline: July 31, 2025) 
 
To be eligible for the scholarship a student must:

B) Be a current high school senior who is enrolled or will be enrolled in a two-to-five-year post-secondary 
institution for the fall semester.
